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Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi, who i< =opularly known as
the Father of the nation, was born on 2n¢ October 1869. He was
born at Porbandar in Gujarat. He was from a well-to-do familv, His
father was a diwan of a princely state. His mother, Putalibai was
a religious lady. He was married to Kasturba at the age of thirteen
years. He took his middle school education in Rajkot. He then
travelled to London tc-;"pursue ‘higher education. He returned to
India as barrister and practiced law for some time in Mumbai.

He then went to South Africa in 1823 to solve a dispute. After
his success he decided to settle' down there, During those days
the British used to humiiliate the African people. Gandhiji also had
to face one such situation. He was not allowed to travel in the first
class of a train. This class was reserved only for the British. It js
here that he started his experiments witn truth and non-violence. .
He fought for the rights of the common people. He also established
