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37)  We are now a great and free nation. We have in our country. “a government of the
people, by the people, for the people “ in the words of Abraham Lincoln. We are
now our masters and our future is in our own hands. We elect our representatives
to the House of the People. In this way, we govern ourselves for the whole nation.

371)  Inan educationally backward country the Cinema can and should be used for mass
education. But this is only one side of the coin. The abuses of Cinema are not
fewer than its uses. Romantic films which make us temporarily forget our hard
life, may also make us day-dreamers. Such films affect young boys and girls
especially till they confuse the real world with the film world.
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
