Discuss with reference to
either Dutch Indonesia or Burma.
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2. Discuss the growth of the plantation economy during the Colonial period in Burma or
French Indo-China. In what ways did it affect existing patterns of agriculture and impact
the peasant?
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3. To what extent did the European colonization impact upon the reception of traditional
literature and knowledge in the Malay world?
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4. Western education and religion played an important role in shaping the nature of
resistance against Dutch colonial rule in Indonesia. Explain.
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5. Discuss the growth of the nationalist movement and resistance against the British colonial
rule in Burma.

The Second World War had a profound impact on the anti-colonial movements in
Malaysia, Singapore and Indonesia. Discuss.
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6. In what way did growing American interference in the politics of Southeast Asia in the
20th century influence public opinion and further political movements against Ameri-can
imperialism in the region? Discuss with reference to either VVietnam or the Philip-pines.
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
