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Discuss David Harvey’s contention, with the help of country evidences, that the spread
of neoliberalism is as much a consequence of internal dynamics of class power and
State objectives, as it is also a consequence of an imposition by an outside hegemonic
power.

Discuss the
contention of Robert Boyce that often the impact of high inequality of wealth and
power on environmental time preference is in similar direction for both the rich and the
poor, even though for entirely different reasons. et

care and its class and gender implications. What are their links with feminization of
migration? How do evaluate the gains or losses for women in such contexts of
international migration. ;
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
