Medical technologies do sometimes seem miraculous
in the powers they confer over the human body and
mind. The benefits to humanity are as numerous as
the stars—and so are the burdens, One burden is
cultural: These technological miracles constantly
disrupt our settled assumptions about right and wrong

and the human good. For example, transplant
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individuals. Human exploitation of nature needs to be
controlled in order for humans and other species to
coexist peacefully. This woﬁll'd.'not be plausible without
bridging the socio-economic gap and addressing the
assimilation of the vulnerable communities and the
local stakeholders into urban development blueprints.
Thus, keeping the COVID-19 crisis in mind, it is
necessary to induce needs-driven policies for effective
coping capabilities, without romanticizing the notion

of resilience.
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for the poor? The Indian context of policy practices
amidst COVID-19 offers an interesting perspective
to these questions. As the urban elite continues to
maintain social distance and proper sanitation while
engaging in various modes of entertainment indoors,
the urban poor ponder over subsistepce! Undoubtedly,
the current scenario requires comr.nunity cooperation
to tackle the situation. But it is also important to not

homogenize the struggles of the economic minorities,

It is imperative td.lrecognise that the idea of resilience
itself varies accr'Jr.ding to one’s socio-economic
position. While an information technology employee
has the prerogative of working from home, their idea
of resilience in this pandemic may require dipping into
their savings until a m;:)re concrete plan for the future
can be constructed. But a daily wage laborer lacks
this benefit and envisions resilience as an ultimatum
to survive. Resilience, although a necessary trait
among vulnerable comrﬁhnities to adapt to an adverse
situation, does not provide stability in lifestyles. If
given a choice, no one would like to practice resilience
as a mode of life, but the choice of resilience 1s

dependent on resources available or provided to
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technology fueled debate over definitions of death
because it can require the procurement of vital organs,
but can we harvest such organs from a human being
whose higher brain and brain stem are “dead” while
the body is maintained on a mechanical ventilator?
Can we say that someone is dead even though the
heart still beats and the body looks perfectly alive?
Of course, we have for two decades, Now technology
has developed to the point where we may determine
that the higher brain is dead even if the brain stem is
alive. Shall we revise definitions to harvest organs
from people in a permanent coma? For another
example of cognitive and cultural disruption, shall we
allow geneticists to move beyond the goal of gene
therapy for diseases to human enhancement through
germ cell gene modifications? It turns out that nature
and human nature are quite malleable. Do we wish to
make ourselves more “perfect”? Do we trust ourselves
to modify the species? Perhaps we are better off to
live respectfully within the bounds of our species, lest
we become like the sailor who climbed ﬁp the mast
only to capsize the boat. Yet medicine, driven as much
by financial gain as moral idealism, is constantly
moving away from its limited purpose of responding
to disease toward an enhancement mode]. An example
of immense burden is the medicalization of old age.
With the extension of the human lifespan, partly

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through the lifesaving benefits of technology, we
have created a new demographic group known in
gerontological literature as the “old-old,” those eighty-
five years old or more. Epidemiologists indicate that
between a third and a half of these people have
probable Alzheimer’s disease. Ironically, the myth that
technology liberates us from toil gives way to the
prolongation of morbidity in a deep forgetfulness
stripped of temporal glue between past, present, and
future selves.... Arnold Toynbee predicted how
challenging “death before death” would become by
the close of this century. Jonathan Swift described
the “immortals,” or “struldbrugs,” in Gulliver’s Travels.
They lived forever but had “no remembrance of
anything.” The king of Laputa suggested that Gulliver
bring a few struldbrugs to his own country to “arm
people against the fear of death.” Medical researchers
promise a technological fix, a magic bullet (other than
preemptive suicide), but there is no reason for
optimism. Meanwhile, people with even end stage
dementia fill too many nursing homes and intensive-
care units with tubes in every orifice, natural and
unnatural. Swift’s world is more the current reality
than the heralded “compression of morbidity” that
would allow us to live with all our capacities to the
very last of our lives, suddenly bursting all at once

like a bubble. Americans tend to embrace all medical
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initial emergence of the virus, dearth of data
management on population clusters and lack of
aggressive contact tracing. Post the outbreak of
COVID-19, physical distancing has been conceived
as a useful precau"'cion, However, marginal inhabitants
in squalid living conditions do not have potential room
for distancing. On the contrary, looking at the urban
privileged classes, who engage in somatic gestures
showin.g solidarity to essential service workers,
ambiguities in the “one-for-all” containment strategy
become evident, thereby acknowledging the need to
explore “resilience” beyond linear narratives. In a
developing country like India, perceptions on better
livelihood often encourage migrants to go to cities,
who eventually become part of the urban informal
sector, and are ins:[;umental in the development of
“Third World megacities.” However, they are unable
to escape class stratifications, falling victim to
structural inequities and the trap of “informality.” Is
it possible to perceive resilience beyond representative
narratives and portray the political economy that
challenges its application? How dées the unequal
distribution of means affect the adaptive practices?

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implications. As per socio-ecological system research,
resilience is instrumental in addressing complex and
adaptive ecosystem networks, as anthropocentric
actions have made it impossible to view human and
nature as discrete. Crawford Stanley Hollings in his
1973 article titled “Resilience and Stability of
Ecological Systems” defined resilience as the capacity
of ecosystems to bounce back to their original state
after being subjected to perturbations. Studies on
adaptive practices were given importance to assess
vulnerabilities in communities affected by climate
change hazards and to design cost-effective mitigation
policies. The resilience framework has also been
applied to social impact studies, where adaptive
practices in communities are portrayed as necessary
traits for developing better management of resources
and overall well-being. However, the central question
that remains is.,Can resilience become part of a
feasible policy s';'rl.llCture, when its attainment and
challenges vary across the social classes? The
COVID-19 pandemic provides an interesting context
to the global and lpcal perception of resilience in India,
where containment str'ategies remain ineffective due

to the lack of an effective response system to the
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advances as medical miracles. This is partly because
during the post-World War II decades medicine did
create miracles, including such obvious goods as the
polio vaccine. But the time has come for a second
and more critical look at some clements of the
medical-industrial complex that, rather than benefiting
human beings within reasonable economic limits, seem
only to reap financial profits.
