Student organisations, political party and socio-cultural bodics have been
protesting on the grounds that it seeks to grant nationality to non-Muslims, mostly
Hindus. who have come into India up to December 31, 2014, thereby increasing the
deadline from 1971 as per the Assam Accord. The BJP has insisted that minorities, of
whom Hindus are in overwhelming numbers, from these countries should be granted
Indian citizenship.

The Wintar Session of Parliament is schedule to be held between Nov 18 and
Dec: 13.
